PERMITS

Ho-Chunk Nation enrolled elders (60 and older)
are eligible to receive one HCN Elder Parking Per-
mit. The new permits (red in color) are available at
your local Tribal Aging Unit (TAU) office, the
Branch offices, and the Executive Office Building
in Black River Falls, WI.

Disabled tribal members under the age of 60 do
not qualify to receive an elder parking permit.
They must obtain a disabled parking permit
through the State of their residence. Elders who
do not own a vehicle are still eligible to receive a
permit. The elders names will be written on the
back and must only be used by the elder or a fam-
ily member that is transporting the elder.

The effective date for the new (red) permits is
October 1, 2008. We are requesting all elders to
obtain new permits. Questions can be directed to

Seasonal Affective

Disorder

As the shortest day of the
year approaches, many indi-
viduals suffer from a disorder
called Seasonal Depression,
also know as Seasonal Affec-
tive Disorder (SAD). For
many, the winter months
are very hard due to the
often gray and overcast
skies. Both men and

women between the ages of ff A

15 and 55 are most af-
fected, but studies show "
that the older adults are, the |
less likely they will be af-
fected by SAD.

SAD, is a mild to severe
type of depression usually
occurring the same time
each year, which usually
begins in the fall and ends
in the spring to early summer.
It is not sure EXACTLY what
causes SAD, but many ex-
perts believe it is caused by
the lack of sunlight and a
change in our wake-sleep
cycle, also called our circa-
dian rhythm.

Some of the symptoms in-
clude: fatigue, increased need
for sleep, decreased levels of

energy, weight gain, increase
in appetite, difficulty concen-
trating, anxiety, increased de-
sire to be alone, trouble
sleeping, grumpy, and moody.
An individual does not have
to have all the symptoms and
symptoms may come and go.

There is treatment for SAD;
it can typically be treated with
light therapy. Light therapy
consists of a light box or a
dawn simulator. A light box is
a specific light that gives off
more intense light than a reg-
ular light bulb. Depending on
the strength of the bulb, your
provider may have you use
the light box for a half an

If light therapy does not
work, your provider may pre-
scribe an antidepressant or
counseling. They may even
combine therapies. Some of
the things to prevent SAD
are: spend quality time out-
side everyday, eat a well-

Disability
Survey

Currently, there is a com-
mittee working to establish
the needs of the Ho-Chunk
Nation’s members who are
disabled. A survey has been
mailed to the adult tribal
members asking for disability
information. There is a pre-
paid postage envelope pro-
vided. It is anticipated that
there will be enough surveys
returned so the Nation can
create a program that will
provide needed resources for
this targeted population of the
membership. All information
returned will be kept anony-
mous and confidential.

Examples of needs are:

* Does the Ho-Chunk mem-
ber need assistance in find-
ing a local place to apply
for SSI Disability?

¢ Has the Ho-Chunk member
applied for disability and
been repeatedly denied?
Do they need assistance
with providing more infor-
mation to the agency?

e Have they applied for
Medicare/Medicaid and/or
have they applied for the
county Long-Term Care
Program (MA waiver)?

* Are you requesting adaptive
aids or durable medical
goods (walkers, handgrips,
hospital beds)?

The Ho-Chunk Nation dis-
abled tribal members in the
past, were able to go through
the Tribal Aging Unit for re-
quests. Disabled tribal mem-
bers are no longer allowed to
go through TAU, they must
go through the Legislative
Office. The committee is
working with a deadline to
get this program up and going
as soon as realistically possi-
ble. We need this information
to make decisions that will
best utilize the resources of
the Ho-Chunk Nation.
