Night of Remembrance 2008

At a ceremony held May
20 at the Potch-Chee-Nunk
Community near Wittenberg
the Ho-Chunk Housing &
Community Development
Agency-HHCDA and four
Ho-Chunk families
celebrated the families
becoming homeowners.
Using funds provided by the
Section 184 Indian Home
Loan Guarantee Program
granted by HUD, the
HHCDA oversaw the
housing project, the agency’s
first attempt to provide home
ownership opportunities in
the Wittenberg area.  

Financed by the Chippewa
Valley Bank in Winter, WI,
the HHCDA currently holds
the mortgage on the four
homes and it is expected that
the new owners, now holding
rent-to-buy options, will be
able to assume the mortgages
in three to five years.
Signing papers and receiving
the keys to their new homes
were; Brian Decorah, Jeff
Hendricks, Kristin Little

Wolf and Rhea Sanchez.  All
have begun the home
ownership-counseling
program provided by
HHCDA.  

Each modular home is
approximately 1900 square
feet with three bedrooms,
two bathrooms and a single
car garage.  Handicap
accessible, the new homes
feature a half-basement, a
crawl space that can be used
as a shelter.  

HHCDA Development
Director, Neil Whitegull

stated that the day “was a
long time coming.”  First
planned in 1999, the project
moved forward with the
support of the Legislature
and the community members
who were determined to see
affordable housing come to
their area.  Construction
began last December when
John J. Schoone
Construction, Inc. of
Tomahawk began making the
community’s dream a reality.  

With the Ho-Chunk North
Ancillary Casino expected to
open this fall, Representative
Walker noted that because
the casino will provide 150
jobs, he looks forward to
more housing development
in the area. 

Kevin Fitzgibbons,
Administrator, Eastern Office
of Native American
Programs with the U.S.
Department of Housing and
Urban Development,
congratulated the HHCDA
for making the Section 184
Program work.  “Ho-Chunk
is the model agency for other
agencies,” he said.  “They’re
the best example of a
successful housing program.”                                        

Mark Butterfield, HHCDA
Executive Director, noted
that while the Wittenberg
area has been underserved by
HHCDA, he is optimistic
that the four new homes are a
sign of future development in
the area.  He agreed that the
casino should provide a need
for more housing
opportunities.  “It doesn’t
end here today,” he said.  

Local resident Martin

Littlewolf, a Commissioner
of the HHCDA Board,
thanked former area
representative Dallas
WhiteWing for his work
getting the land put into trust
status and keeping the
housing project alive.
Adding that the new homes
“are a sign that we’re moving
up the ladder of success,”
Littlewolf is proud that the

homes represent a positive
step for his community.  

Following a lunch
provided by HHCDA,
everyone was invited to tour
the new homes.  The drum
group, ThunderBear
provided the songs for the
event. 

All the homes are handicap accessible.
